¢ To unplug the machine, switch the machine to the symbol “O” position to turn it off, then grasp
the plug and pull it out of the electrical outlet. Do not pull on the cord.

¢ Plug the machine directly into the electrical outlet. Do not use an extension cord.

¢ Always unplug your machine if the power is cut.

3 Electrical Hazards:

¢ This machine should be connected to an AC power source within the range indicated on the
rating label. Do not connect it to a DC power source or inverter. If you are not sure what kind of
power source you have, contact a qualified electrician.

¢ This machine is approved for use in the country of purchase only.

4 Never operate this machine if it has a damaged cord or plug, if it is not working properly, if it has

been dropped or damaged, or water is spilled on the unit. Return the machine to the nearest
authorized dealer or service center for examination, repair, electrical or mechanical adjustment.

¢ While the machine is stored or in use if you notice anything unusual, such as an odor, heat,
discoloration or deformation, stop using the machine and immediately unplug the power cord.

¢ When transporting the machine, be sure to carry it by its handle. Lifting the machine by any other
part may damage the machine or result in the machine falling, which could cause injuries.

¢ When lifting the machine, be careful not to make any sudden or careless movements, otherwise
you may injure your back or knees.



5 Always keep your work area clear:

¢ Switch the machine to the symbol “O” position to turn it off when making any adjustments in the
needle area.

¢ Do not use a damaged or incorrect needle plate, as it could cause the needle to break.

¢ Do not push or pull the fabric when sewing, and follow careful instruction when freehand stitching
so that you do not deflect the needle and cause it to break.

7 This machine is not a toy:

¢ Your close attention is necessary when the machine is used by or near children.

¢ The plastic bag that this machine was supplied in should be kept out of the reach of children or
disposed of. Never allow children to play with the bag due to the danger of suffocation.
¢ Do not use outdoors.

8 For a longer service life:

* When storing this machine, avoid direct sunlight and high humidity locations. Do not use or store
the machine near a space heater, iron, halogen lamp, or other hot objects.

¢ Use only neutral soaps or detergents to clean the case. Benzene, thinner, and scouring powders
can damage the case and machine, and should never be used.

¢ Always consult the operation manual when replacing or installing any assemblies, the presser feet,
needle, or other parts to assure correct installation.

@ Use only regular household electricity for the power source. Using other power sources may result in
fire, electric shock, or damage to the machine.

Needle precautions

Be sure to observe the following precautions concerning the handling of the needle. Failure to observe these
precautions is extremely dangerous. Be sure to read and carefully follow the instructions below.

A\ CAUTION

® Only use home sewing machine needles. Use of any other needle may bend the needle or damage the
machine.
@ Never use bent needles. Bent needles can easily break, possibly resulting in injury.

The sewing machine needle that should be used depends on the fabric and thread thickness. Refer to the
following table when choosing the thread and needle appropriate for the fabric that you wish to sew.

USEFUL SEWING TIPS

Various ways to achieve better results for your sewing projects are described below. Refer to these tips when

sewing your project.

Trial sewing

After you select a stitch, the machine automatically
sets the stitch width and length for the stitch that is
selected.

However, a trial piece of fabric should be sewn since,
depending on the type of fabric and stitching being
sewn, the desired results may not be achieved.

For the trial sewing, use a piece of fabric and thread
that are the same as those used for your project, and
check the thread tension and stitch length and width.
Since the results differ depending on the type of
stitching and the number of layers of fabric sewn,
perform the trial sewing under the same conditions
that will be used with your project.

Changing the sewing
direction

When the stitching reaches a corner, stop the
sewing machine.

Leave the needle lowered (in the fabric). If the
needle was raised, lower the needle either by
turning the handwheel toward you
(counterclockwise) or by pressing (needle
position button) once (for models equipped
with the needle position button).

A\ CAUTION

® When using the twin needle, be sure to raise
the needle before changing the sewing
direction. If the fabric is turned while the

needle is lowered, the needle may bend or
break.

Raise the presser foot lever, and then turn the
fabric.
Turn the fabric using the needle as a pivot.
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Lower the presser foot lever and continue
sewing.
Sewing curves

Stop sewing, and then slightly change the sewing
direction to sew around the curve.

When sewing along a curve while using a zigzag
stitch, select a shorter stitch length in order to obtain
a finer stitch.

Restrictions on oiling

In order to prevent damaging this machine, it must
not be oiled by the user.

This machine was manufactured with the necessary
amount of oil applied to ensure correct operation,
making periodic oiling unnecessary.

If problems occur, such as difficulty turning the
handwheel or an unusual noise, immediately stop
using the machine, and contact your authorized
dealer or the nearest authorized service center.

Upper thread tightened up

H Symptom

¢ The upper thread appears as a single

continuous line.

¢ The lower thread is visible from the upper
side of the fabric. (Refer to the illustration
below.)
The upper thread has tightened up, and
comes out when pulled.
The upper thread has tightened up, and
wrinkles appear in the fabric.
The upper thread tension is tight, and the
results do not change even after the thread
tension is adjusted.

Incorrect lower threading
If the lower thread is incorrectly threaded, instead
of the appropriate tension being applied to the
lower thread, it is pulled through the fabric when
the upper thread is pulled up. For this reason, the
thread is visible from the upper side of the fabric.
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B Remedy/check details
Correctly install the lower thread.

o Turn off the sewing machine.
e Remove the bobbin from the bobbin case.

Place the bobbin in the bobbin case so that

the thread unwinds in the correct direction.

* Hold the bobbin with your right hand with
the thread unwinding to the left, and hold
the end of the thread with your left hand.
Then, with your right hand, place the bobbin
in the bobbin case.

If the bobbin is inserted with the thread
unwinding in the wrong direction, sewing will be
done with an incorrect thread tension.



While holding the bobbin in place with your

finger, pass the thread through the slit in the

needle plate.

¢ Hold down the bobbin with your right hand,
and then pull the end of the thread around
the tab with your left hand.

* The thread becomes tangled on the lower
side of the fabric.

e After starting sewing, a rattling noise is made
and sewing cannot continue.

¢ Looking under the fabric, there is tangled
thread in the bobbin case.

B Cause
Incorrect upper threading
If the upper thread is incorrectly threaded, the
upper thread passed through the fabric cannot be
firmly pulled up and the upper thread becomes
tangled in the bobbin case, causing a rattling
noise.

B Remedy/check details
Remove the tangled thread, and then correct the
upper threading.

Remove the tangled thread. If it cannot be

removed, cut the thread with scissors.

A needle and thread appropriate for the
fabric are not being used.

If a needle and thread appropriate for the
fabric are not being used, the thread tension
will not be adjusted correctly, causing
wrinkles in the fabric or skipped stitches.

e Refer to “Needle types and their uses”
(page 29) to check that a needle and thread
appropriate for the fabric are being used.

An appropriate setting on the upper tension-control dial is not selected.

Turn the upper tension-control dial to select an appropriate thread tension.

The appropriate thread tension differs according to the type of fabric and thread being used.

Fabric is caught in the
machine and cannot be
removed

If the fabric is caught in the sewing machine and
cannot be removed, the thread may have become
tangled under the needle plate. Follow the procedure
described below to remove the fabric from the
machine. If the operation could not be completed
according to the procedure, instead of attempting to
complete it forcefully, contact your nearest
authorized service center.

B Removing the fabric from the machine
o Immediately stop the sewing machine.
e Turn off the sewing machine.

Remove the needle.

If the needle is lowered into the fabric, turn the
handwheel away from you (clockwise) to raise
the needle out of the fabric, and then remove
the needle.

Operation beep

Each time a key is pressed you will hear one beep. If a non-functioning key is pressed or an incorrect operation
is performed you will hear two or four beeps (only for models equipped with the operation beep).

M If a key is pressed (correct operation)
One beep sounds.

M If an incorrect operation is performed or a non-functioning key is pressed
Two or four beeps sound.

H If the machine locks up, for example, because the thread is tangled
The sewing machine beeps for four seconds and the machine automatically stops. Be sure to check for the
cause of the error, and correct it before continuing to sew.
